Guide will take you to immigration office for permits 
and transfer to Thimphu. On the way few 
sightseeings.

Day 03: Thimphu Local Sightseeing

Thimphu local sightseeing (Buddha Statue, Simply 
Bhutan, Changangkha Lhakhang, Takin Preserve 
Center, Nunnery, Painting School, National Library, 
Handicraft Market. Stay in Hotel in Thimphu.

Day 04: Thimphu to Punakha

sightseeing in Punakha (Temple of fertility, Punakha 
Dzong, Suspension bridge).

Things to know before entering Bhutan;

We are socially, culturally, geographically, very 
different. Therefore, knowing a few things before 
stepping into Bhutan is very important.

1 Gateways

Bhutan via Air: If you choose the air transport 
then it may be little expensive but less tiring 
and time saving. Drukair or Bhutan airlines are 
the two Airlines in Bhutan which would 
connect you to Bhutan via Nepal, India or 
Thailand. To avail tickets or queries, please mail 
us at travelmoreticketingservice@gmail.com.

Bhutan via Land: If you choose to visit Bhutan 
via land then its time consuming yet a cheaper 
choice. In addition, land connectivity is only 
with India. Therefore, first you need to land in 
India (Bagdogra), than transfer to Bhutan-India 
border area (Jaigoan). After that you need to do 
immigration formalities and enter Bhutan.

2 Sustainable Development Fee (SDF)

The foreigners (Except Indian Nationals) need 
to pay a daily minimum fee of $100 per person 
per night.

Children aged between 6-12 years needs to pay 
half the SDF ($50 per person per night).

Children aged under 5 years are exempted 
from the SDF.

Note: In additional to $100 SDF, you need to pay 
one time VISA fee of $40 which is non-refundable.

Regional tourists (Indian) needs to pay a daily 
SDF of Rs.1200 pp/pn, except the first 24hrs 
being free. However, children less than 6 years 
is free and children between 6 years to 12 years 
have to pay Rs.600 pp/pn.

3 Documents required

For foreigners, a digital copy of valid passport, 
which must have at least 6 months of validity 
from the date of departure from Bhutan.

A recent passport sized photo.

For Indian Nationals, only passport or voter ID 
is accepted in Bhutan.

Children aged under 18 years should have birth 

certificate or passport, written or translated in 
english.

Note: Voter ID without hologram and necessary 
digital features will not be accepted.

4 Guide Requirements & Best Seasons

A tour without a guide in Bhutan is prohibited.

Best time to visit Bhutan is as follows�
� Spring (March, April & May)�
� Autumn (September, October, & November)

5 Accommodations

In Bhutan, we have hotels starting from budget 
hotels to 5 star hotels. Since our tourism 
industry is standardized and well organized, we 
are suppose to accommodate our clients in a 
minimum of 3 star hotels. However, clients can 
book higher star hotels on additional charges.
